The Federal Australian
Screen Production
Incentive Scheme
comprises three mutually-
exclusive strands:

LOCATION OFFSET. A 15% rebate
designed to attract offshore
production activity to Australia;

PDV OFFSET. A 15% rebate
designed to attract offshore Post,
Digital and Visual effects (PDV)
activity to Australia. Projects

are not required to film in Australia
to be eligible;

PRODUCER OFFSET. Up to 40%
rebate designed to stimulate
Australian production activity
domestically (20% television and
other projects, 40% feature films).

The Federal incentive scheme
can be taken up in conjunction
with Australian State and Territory
incentives and investment. Screen
production incentives in Australia
are not investor-based and they do
not affect recoupment. Payments
are prompt and, unlike many
competing schemes, there is no
cap and there is no sunset clause.
The Location and PDV Offsets do
not apply nationality or cultural
tests, but there are other eligibility
requirements; however, the
Producer Offset is for Australian
productions and official
co-productions only. The three
Offsets cannot be combined.

Applicants to the scheme must
be an Australian company, or

a non-resident company with

a permanent establishment

in Australia and an Australian
Business Number (ABN). The
applicant company must be
responsible for making all the
arrangements for the making of
the production or post, digital and
visual effects production project.

The Location and PDV Offsets are
administered by the Department of
the Environment, Water, Heritage
and the Arts (DEWHA), while the
Producer Offset is administered by
Screen Australia.

The Offsets are calculated as a
percentage of Qualifying Australian
Production Expenditure (QAPE).
